Medicare Open Enrollment Period began Oct 15 and ends Dec. 

7. Scam artists and con men consider this time a great opportunity to 

trick and confuse Medicare beneficiaries into giving the scammers 

personal health care information, banking information and other 

identity data. Louisiana SMP has received multiple complaints from 

seniors who have received calls from persons pretending to be from 

Social Security or Medicare. The caller says he/she is getting ready 

to send the senior a new Medicare card but must first “verify” all the 

senior’s personal information including bank account numbers.  
 

 

Remember:  Neither Medicare nor Social Security will call you at 

home to discuss your Medicare benefits or verify personal infor-

mation. New Medicare cards are NOT being issued. Never give 

personal information to unknown persons that call you on the 

phone.
