
What is a long-term care ombudsman?
A long-term care ombudsman is an advocate for residents in nursing
homes and assisted living facilities. A local ombudsman is assigned to
each of these facilities. Ombudsmen work with residents, their families,
facilities, community organizations, and other interested parties to
address concerns that affect the lives of residents.

All ombudsman services are free of charge and confidential.
